1. APPLICATION:

A CNM Certificate will be issued to a student who:

· Has attended at least 90% of all the lectures and practical classes and always adheres to the Student Rules of the CNM. 

· Fulfills the CNM requirements of physical health and has passed the necessary exams.

2. FEES:
All students are required to pay £50 deposit with enrolment. Students choosing to pay in full may do so 4 weeks before the study start date. The CNM has the right to give the study place to another student if the study fee is not paid 2 weeks before study commencement. A student whose fees fall into arrears, will not be permitted to continue the CNM-study, take examinations nor graduate until the fees are paid. 
Students wishing to pay by monthly instalments have to fill in the Direct Debit Form. The first Direct Debit instalment is due one month before the start of study.  All consecutive instalments will also be paid on the first of each month (see Direct Debit Form) with the complete course fee paid in full within 6 months. A student whose fees fall into arrears, will not be permitted to continue study with the CNM, take examinations nor graduate until the fees are paid. 1. CNM Short Courses cannot be cancelled once you have started them. No refund is possible on these courses.
